Bear Management 
Strategy – Update 
 

4.1 Lesley Douglas, General Manager of Environment and Parks 
 
The General Manager of Environment and Parks and the 
Environmental Technician gave a presentation on Bear 
Management Strategy and noted the following: 
 

 the City has applied to the Bear Smart Community 
Program that is aimed at addressing the root causes of 
bears and people conflicts and educating the public on 
their role in reducing conflicts; 

 there are eight municipalities within BC that have 
achieved the Bear Smart Community status and these 
municipalities now have 30% less conflict with bears; 
and 

 the next steps are to develop a human-bear conflict 
management plan and to apply to the Bear Smart 
Community Program. 

 
Staff responded to questions regarding bears in Port Moody and 
the following was noted: 
 

 the Tri-Cities Bear Aware Facebook page was created in 
August and will be used to promote awareness and 
share education; 

 waste that attracts wildlife may fall under the Unsightly 
Premises Bylaw and residents are encouraged to file a 
complaint with the City; and 

 meetings are scheduled with School District 43 to 
include bear-aware education in the curriculum.  

 
The Manager of Parks noted that City recycling and solid waste 
receptacles are being replaced with bear-proof receptacles, that 
wildlife information and education is being included in new 
signage, and that site lines around playgrounds will be 
expanded for better visuals of wildlife in the area. 
 
The Environmental Technician gave a presentation on the 
Beaver Management Plan and noted that an updated Beaver 
Management Plan is scheduled for presentation to Council in 
the Fall.  
 
The Environmental Technician left the meeting at this point and 
did not return.

4.2 Haven Lurbiecki gave a presentation on the Parkland 
Acquisition Subcommittee Interim Report and noted that the 
outline has been drafted and full draft report will be presented at 
the October meeting.  
 
The Chair and Vice-Chair noted that this is a very complex 
subject and thanked the Parkland Acquisition Strategy Working 
Group for their contributions.  
 
Staff responded to Commission member’s questions on the 
Parkland Acquisition Strategy and the following was noted: 
 

 park and trail usage trends will be analysed by reviewing 
trail counters and statistics on park use trends across 
North America;  

 the Development Cost Charges could be used to 
enhance parkland; and 

 the environmentally sensitive area update will 
incorporate the ecological network principal that 
examines how urban ecological elements provide a 
higher level of connectivity.
